Role Players Association 
Constitution and By-Laws

Article I: Name

Section I: The name of this organization shall be the Role Players Association.

Article II: Purpose

The Role Players Association is an organization to promote socialization though tabletop and live action gaming. The organization includes opportunities to play trading card games, tabletop games and live action role playing games with others of the same interest as well as those who are just curious about the club and want to come have fun hanging out and meeting new people with similar interests.

Article III: Membership

Section 1: General Membership

I. Membership in the Role Players Association is open to any current 


   credit student at Lorain County Community College, and/or University 


   
   Partnership. 

A. A General Student Member is a student who is in good standing, by the following criteria

1. Is currently enrolled in credit classes at Lorain County Community College and/or the University Partnership.

2. Has attended 5 Gaming Events and 1 Non-gaming event within 90 calendar days and has been approved for membership by the officer set, dependent on behavior and maturity.


A. During that 90 Days the new member is considered a probationary member.

3. Has paid annual dues of $5.00 after the first week of Fall Semester.

4. To maintain Student Membership Status, a Student Member is required to attend at least 5 Gaming Events and 2 Non-gaming events per semester.

5. Must abide by Lorain County Community College’s Campus Code of Conduct and Student Code of Conduct.
B. A Probationary Member is a member who has been approved for returning from a disciplinary action, which involved the loss of General Membership.

1. Does not have voting rights until their probation is over.

2. Is permitted to participate in games and events under supervision. 

3. Can not be an officer during probation.

4. Can not be Narrators, Storytellers or Assistant Storytellers

5. Must abide by Lorain County Community College’s Campus Code of Conduct and Student Code of Conduct.

6. All new member candidates are considered probationary members for the first 90 days.

C. Community Participants are others who attend events but are not current students at Lorain County Community College and/or the University Partnership and have the following rules and regulations.

1. Do not have voting rights.

2. Are permitted to participate in games and events.

3. Can not be officers

4. Can be Narrators at officer and storyteller discretion.

5. Can not be Storytellers

6. Must abide by Lorain County Community College’s Campus Code of Conduct and Student Code of Conduct.

D. Any individual under the age of 18 must have a signed and verified permission slip from a parent/guardian to attend.

1. This permission slip with notify the parent and/or guardian that the game has adult content and themes.

2. It is recommended that an officer meet with the parent and/or guardian of an underage member in person or on the phone prior to their first attendance.

Section 2: Voting

I. General Student members have the right to vote.

II. To vote at a meeting, individuals must be a general student member of good standing and recognized as such on the membership roster within the month prior which is maintained by the club secretary (or other appropriate officer).

III. Lose of voting privileges may occur when:

1. A member is banned from the club.

2. A member is on probation.

3. A member has failed to attend three events for a full semester.

4. A member has violated the Role Players Association By-Laws, Lorain County Community College’s Student Code of Conduct, and Campus Code of Conduct, the Role Players Association general and gaming rules along with Local, State and Federal Laws.

5. A member is no longer a student of Lorain County Community College and/or the University Partnership.

Article IV: Officer Set
Section 1: The Officers of the Role Players Association shall be:

President,

Vice President,

Secretary,

Treasurer,

2 Sergeant at arms (or SAA and Deputy)

Spokesperson

Advisor

All other positions shall be and created as necessary.

Section 2: Requirements for an Officer

I. An Officer must be present at every RPA Event.


A. No game or meeting can be held in the name of the organization without an 


officer present. 


B. If there is no officer present the event will be cancelled or postpones


C. This does not apply to volunteering at the events held by other organizations

II.  An officer is to have

1. A genuine desire to be a part of the leadership team.

2. A willingness to act responsible.

3. A sincere desire to work with all chapter members in meeting their leadership, 

personal, and association goals.

4. A commitment to lead by example.

5. A knowledge of and understanding of the association, Student Senate, and Lorain County Community College constitutions, by-laws, programs, Lorain County Community College’s Student Code of Conduct and the Lorain County Community College’s Campus Code of Conduct.

6. A working knowledge of parliamentary procedure.

7. An ability to memorize, recite their parts in official ceremonies.

Section 3: Removal from office

I. If an officer loses academic status they will relinquish their post and an election will be held as soon as possible.

II. If an officer can not attend three non-gaming events per semester they will relinquish their post. If there are less than 3 non-gaming events in a semester this clause is null and void.

III. Any gross misconduct, or violation of the Student Code of Conduct or Campus Code of Conduct will result in temporary removal from office, pending disciplinary review.

IV. Disciplinary Review: All grievances will be investigated by the Sergeant at Arms. If it is not applicable for Sergeant at Arms to investigate, the President will designate another officer to investigate.

V. If the grievance is against multiple officers it will be submitted for review to the student members.

Section 4: Impeachment

I. Any impeachment process will be submitted to the Student Senate or Student Life coordinator, who may run an investigation and be included in the impeachment process if deemed necessary.

II. Special disciplinary meetings will be held to discuss impeachment. The meeting will consist of all student members and all officers other than the one the grievance is against.

III. Evidence for impeachment will be submitted to the full student membership. If a student member cannot attend, they will be apprised the situation by an officer or other student member.

IV. Impeachment proceedings must begin within the academic term of which the infraction occurred.

V. A 2/3rd vote is required for impeachment.

Section 5: Vacancies

I. Rules of succession are as follows: President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Sergeant at Arms, and Spokesperson in that order.

II. In case of vacancy of the President, the Vice President shall fill the duties until the next election shall be held.

III. All other unfilled officer positions may be filled at a later date.

IV. The officers will make a recommendation to the membership on the vacancy.

V. The duties of any unfilled positions will be divided among all officers.

Article V: Elections

Section 1: Time of Elections

I. Elections for the Role Players Association will be held at the beginning of the Spring semester. The meeting will be announced at the beginning of the Spring semester. Only the voting members are allowed to vote. The advisor and/or a Senate Representative tally votes.

II. The officer’s terms last for a year.

III. An elected officer’s term begins a week after the elections are concluded. During that week all materials needed to run the office shall be passed down from old officers to new ones.

Section 2: Qualifications for running for Office

I.  To run for office in the Role Players Association, one must be a voting member of the club.

II. Candidates must have attended three Role Players Association events and have been a student at Lorain County Community College or the University Partnership at least one semester.

III. Elected officers must remain students during their time in office in order to maintain their positions.

Section 3: Advisor(s)

I. An Advisor must be a current faculty or staff person and is selected by a officer for the club, pending a vote.

II. The Voting members and Officers then approve or deny the selection.

III. An advisor will oversee the work, approve expenditures and progress of the organization and the college administration.

IV. An advisor will give input, approve expenditures and  provide suggestions to the club members on rulings and other decisions.

V. Officers will meet or have contact with the advisor on a weekly basis, at or prior to meetings.

VI. If an Advisor is not in attendance the officers must send the minutes of the meeting to the Advisor and brief them on upcoming, current or past events.

VII. An Advisor shall attend meetings at least three times in a semester.

VIII. The Advisor serves as a non-voting capacity.

IX. Events and games can occur without the attendance of the advisor as long as the advisor is aware of the event prior to event and the club is not under probation. 

Section 4: Officer Positions and Duties

I. President

1. Preside of meetings according to the accepted rules of parliamentary procedure.

2. Appoint committees and serve on them as an ex-officio (non-voting) member.

3. Develop a Role-Players Association Activities Committee, serve as head of said committee and act as a non-voting member.


A. The Role Players Association Activities Committee is a committee of the 
officers and current Student members that plan the events and activities the Role 
Players Association shall run or be involved in.

4.Coordinate the activities of the Role Players Association and evaluate the progress of the club and its members as well as the committees including the Role Players Association Activities Committee.

5. Represent the Role Players Association in public relations and official functions.

6. President also heads the Disciplinary Reviews

7. Act as Sergeant at Arms and/or Spokesperson if necessary.

II. Vice President

1.  Assume all duties of the President if necessary.

2.  To act as a liaison between the Community Participants and Role Players Association, Student Life, and Lorain County Community College.
3. Serve as a member of the Role Players Association Activities Committee.


A. The Role Players Association Activities Committee is a committee of the 
officers and current Student members that plan the events and activities the Role 
Players Association shall run or be involved in.

4. Coordinate all committee work.

5. Work closely with the president and advisor to access the progress toward meeting Role Players Association’s goals.

6. Act as Sergeant at Arms if necessary

III. Secretary

1.Prepare and post the agenda for each association meeting.

2. Prepare and present the minutes of each association meeting.

3. Place all committee reports in the designated area of the Role Players Association Workbook.

4. Be responsible for association correspondence

5. Maintain member attendance and activity records and issue membership cards.

6. Serve as a member of the Role Players Association Activities Committee.


A. The Role Players Association Activities Committee is a committee of the 
officers and current Student members that plan the events and activities the Role 
Players Association shall run or be involved in.

7. Keep the Role Players Association Activities Committee wall chart up-to-date.

8. Have on hand for each meeting.


A. Official Role Players Association Secretary Book including the minutes of the 
previous meeting.

B. Copy of the Role Players Association Activities Committee including all 
standing and special committees.


C. The Official Lorain County Community College Catalog, for Student and 
Campus Code of Conduct.


D. Copies of the Role Players Association Constitution and By-Laws.

9. Act as Sergeant at Arms if necessary.

IV. Treasurer

1. Receives, records and deposits Role Players Association funds and issue receipts.

2. Present monthly treasurer’s reports at Role Players Association meetings.

3. Collect dues if any and special assessments.

4. Maintain a neat and accurate Role Players Association Treasurer’s Handbook.

5.Prepare and submit the membership roster to Student Life with the Secretary.

6. Serve as a member of the Role Players Association Activities Committee.


A. The Role Players Association Activities Committee is a committee of the 
officers and current Student members that plan the events and activities the Role 
Players Association shall run or be involved in.

7. Establish and maintain a Role Players Association resource file.


A. This file shall be a monitor of the budget and the resources the club has and 
define the spending limits decided on by the Role Players Association Activities 
Committee.

8.Act as Sergeant at Arms if necessary

V. Sergeant at Arms (S.A.A.)

1.This officer cannot be Storyteller of any role-playing games in the Role Players Association.

2. Assist the president in maintaining order.

3. Keep the meeting room, Association equipment and supplies in proper order conditions.

4. Welcome guests and visitors.

5. Keep the meeting room comfortable.

6. Know the following


A. Role Players Association rules, Constitution, and By-laws


B. Lorain County Community College’s Student and Campus Code of Conduct.


C. The game rules submitted by the storyteller

7.Enforce the rules through disciplinary procedures.

8. Be the first point of contact for disciplinary claims and grievances.

9. Investigate any disciplinary claims and grievances.

10. If two or more Sergeant at Arms are voted in and are present at a game one will be put in charge.


A. There can be more than one Sergeant At Arms


B. The Number of Officer Slots for the Sergeant At Arms is dependent on 


Membership Volume. Meaning the more members in the organization, the more 


slots that are open for the position. A good rule is 1 S.A.A. per 10 Members.

11. Assist with room set up and clean up.

12. Serve as a member of the Role Players Association Activities Committee.


A. The Role Players Association Activities Committee is a committee of the 
officers and current Student members that plan the events and activities the Role 
Players Association shall run or be involved in.
13. If only one Sergeant at Arms is elected, he/she must Deputize a member in good standing of the RPA at the beginning of each game.


A. As long as there are 2 Sergeant at Arms or the Sergeant at Arms has deputized 
a member of the RPA in good standing to assist, they can participate in RPA 


activities and games.


B. There can be more than one Deputy dependent on membership volume. 


Meaning the more members in the organization, more deputies will be chosen to 


fill vacant slots on a temporary basis. A good rule is 1 Deputy is appointed per 10 


members in addition to the S.A.A. on Duty. There must always be an S.A.A. on 


duty.

VI. Spokesperson

1. Plan public information programs with college radio, television, newspaper and other service clubs and make use of other opportunities to tell the public about the Role Players Association.

2. Release news and information to college media.

3. Publish an association newsletter in both email and hard copy form.

4. Help make Role Players Association scrapbook with the Treasurer and Secretary.

5. Write short stories for submission to the college newspaper.

6. Search for other clubs to do joint events with.
7. Work with college media on radio and television appearances and Role Players Association news.

8.Serve as the association photographer.

9. Serve as a member of the Role Players Association Activities Committee.


A. The Role Players Association Activities Committee is a committee of the 
officers and current Student members that plan the events and activities the Role 
Players Association shall run or be involved in.

10. Act as Sergeant at Arms if necessary.

VII. Officer Meetings

1. Officers are in charge of all meetings. If any officer is unable to attend the meeting it shall be cancelled or postponed.

2. It is not required to have the Advisor in attendance to have an officer meeting. However, minutes of the meeting must be sent to the Advisor in their absence.
Article VI: Organization Rules

Section 1 : Out of Character Rules

I. We will conduct ourselves at all times in order to be a credit to our organization, school, and community by obeying the following.

1. Abide by the Student and Campus Code of Conduct of Lorain County Community College.

2. Physical and Verbal confrontation is not tolerated

3. Show respect for the rights of others and be courteous at all times

4. Respect the property of others

5. Refrain from yelling and arguing

6. Demonstrate sportsmanship in contests, events and meetings.

7. Be modest in victory and generous in defeat

8. Attend meetings promptly and respect the opinion of others in discussion.

9. Take pride in our organization, activities, events and school.

10. Share with others experiences and knowledge about games.

11. Strive to establish and enhance one’s social skills through role-playing

12. Appreciate and promote diversity in our organization

13. Maintain a clear separation between in and out of game

14 The use of or being under the influence of alchohol and/or controlled substances at any Role Players Association or Lorain County Community College are forbidden

15. Conspiring against the club, it’s officers, Lorain County Community College staff, faculty, Student Senate and the general Student Membership is forbidden.

16. Each member, participant and probationary member must sign a form stating they have read and understand the constitution. The Secretary is responsible for maintaining these forms.

17. Breaking these rules shall be followed up by the RPA disciplinary procedure.
18. Depending on the severity it might be brought up to  the Dean of Enrollment Services. 

II. These rules and regulations will be signed by any member or participant each term, and is to be kept in the Secretary’s files. Violation of these rules may result in Disciplinary procedures,

Section 2: In Character Rules.

I. College, club, senate, federal and local laws, rules; by-laws, and constitutions always apply.

II. Participants and members are in character once they leave the out of character room. The Storyteller shall designate this room

III. Out of character participants and members should not disturb in character participants and members.

IV. Hand gestures may be used to symbolize Out of Character actions and comments by Storyteller approval. 


A. The most common Gesture used to symbolize Out of character is in the image 
following.
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V. Members are not allowed to have unwanted or unwarranted physical contact in character. Contact is considered unwarranted when it either harms, offends or makes someone uncomfortable.

VI. No Meta-gaming, which would be using plot devices and information that they know about others characters, that they only know out of game, in game.

VII. Storytellers have final decisions in character such as tests, experience points, character making, editing and approval.

VIII. Cheating (meta-gaming, character alteration, fabrication, etc.) is not permitted.

IX. In Character harassment, which is attacking people I character because of who they are out of character, is prohibited.

Section 3: Storyteller Rules.

I. Student Members in good standing and RPA officers can be storytellers for the live action role-playing during their term in office.


A. Sergeant at Arms are the only officers who are not allowed to be storytellers. 


This is as per their job description and duty. See the Officer positions and duties 


section.

II. Student Members in good standing and RPA officers can host Tabletop games during open gaming since it is open for all game masters and storytellers to run tabletop and trading card games.

III. Storytellers have the right to cancel their game as long as the Secretary and club are notified of such cancellation.

IV. Storytellers may end their game early or take a hiatus for a period of time as long as the Secretary and club officers are notified of such a cancellation.

V. If a player disrupts a game, the storyteller may request that the Sergeant at Arms remove them for the night.

VI.  Storytellers may uninvite players, which are pending Disciplinary Review with the approval of the Sergeant at Arms or other appropriate officer.

A. Storytellers cannot deny the uninvited player the right to sit in the Out of Character room as long as they do not cause a disturbance.

B. Storytellers cannot deny the right for players not pending disciplinary review to sit in the Out Of Character room as long as they do not cause a disturbance.

VII. A Storyteller can take their games in any directions as long as it abides by the club and college rules such as adding Non-player Characters or storylines.

VIII. Storytellers may manage a message board, forums, etc. to their game.


A. Storytellers are required to have an officer account as a moderator for the 


officers to monitor what is being discussed on the forums as well as moderate 


posts.

IX. Storytellers cannot ban someone from the club.

X. Storytellers can not deny officer decisions for out of character matters.


A. If a person has been dismissed or banned as per disciplinary review on an extended basis, the Storyteller can not allow the person who has been dismissed or banned to participate.

XI. The Storytellers can not go against the rules and decisions made by the 2/3 majority of the voting members and officers.

XII. Storytellers must abide by the rules, regulations and laws of the federal, local, Lorain County Community College, Student Senate and the Role Players Association.

XIII. If a Storyteller pulls their game from the club, puts their game on hiatus or ends their game their slot is subject to be filled by another game on a waiting list


A. The list is Secretary or other appropriate officer.


B. The next game is chosen by seniority on the list.


C. Games wishing to be voted in must submit a working copy of their games rules 
for the Secretary to be placed on the waiting list.


D. Finalized game rules must be summated, approved and turned into the 
Secretary or other appropriate officer 48 hours prior to the games start. This is so 


game rules can be reviewed by the officers and made available to players.


E. If the person who submitted a game for approval does not maintain Student 
Member in good standing status, their game shall be removed from the list.

Article VII: Disciplinary Procedure

Section 1: Disciplinary Procedure is as follows and can be done out of order depending on the severity if the offenses or if the consequential behavior is repeated and may progress to prolonged or permanent probation or banned status

1. Verbal Warning: the accused is warned of his actions by the Sergeant at arms.
2. Written Warning: the accused is given a written statement of his actions by the Sergeant at arms for signature and filing.

3. Dismissed for night: the accused is escorted out of the meeting for the night by the Sergeant at Arms and Security if necessary

4.Dismissed for night and pending Disciplinary review.


A. Disciplinary Review will be a meeting of Officers and Sergeant at arms will 
show investigation results. Students and Participants must submit relative 


evidence in written form. Sergeant at Arms is not allowed to vote on the 


proceedings. Which may proceed into the punishments following with Student 


Senate or Student life coordinator approval of actions.

5.Banned: The accused is removed from the RPA for a time designated at the disciplinary review.


A. Bans must be approved by the Student Life Coordinator.

6.Probation: Accused is allowed to attend under supervision but all will have a written warning.


A. Probation as per disciplinary procedure must be approved by Student Life 

Coordinator.

7. Payment for Damages: If property damage is caused, it is to be paid by those who are involved in the cause of the damage before they are permitted to return to club activities.


A. Property Damage goes straight to Disciplinary Review with the Officers, 


Advisor and Student Life Coordinator.

8. Adjustments to this procedure can be made on a case to case basis. Meaning, some cases may be handled differently depending on severity.
9. Depending on the severity it might be brought up to the Dean of Enrollment Services.
Section 2: Banned Members/Participants

1. Those who are banned are not allowed to attend any RPA games.

2. Those who are banned are not allowed to participate in any RPA function on or off campus.

3. The list of Banned member shall be kept by the Secretary and Sergeant at Arms and be on file with name reason and date.


Section 3: Probationary Members/Participants

1. Probationary members have no voting rights, until their probation is over.

2. Probationary members cannot be storytellers until their probation is over.

3. Probationary members/participants can not run any Tabletop or Trading card games.

4. Probationary members/participants are already considered to be at the written warning stage of the disciplinary procedure during their probation.

5. Disciplinary Action for Probationary Members and Participants is a disciplinary review by officers, advisor, Student Senate and Student Life Coordinator (Majority)

6. Banning can result in prolonged or even permanent status dependant on the severity as well as the repetitive nature of behavior that resulted in the banning, including but not limited to Infractions of the Student and Campus Code of conduct.


Section 4: Appeals

1. Banning can be appealed 2 weeks after the student has been officially banned. 
A. An appeal is a written request submitted to the officer set to review the case a 

second time with the option to plea for an earlier return date based on better behavioral changes or information that was not available at the previous review.
2. Those who wish to return sooner may ask for an appeal and make arrangements for an earlier date.

3. Appeals are reviewed by the voting members, officers, advisor, Student Senate and Student Life Coordinator.

4. Those who successfully appeal may return at the following game as probationary members/participants.

5.Those who are denied may ask for an appeal at a later date

Article VIII: In Club Grievances

1. Grievance process- grievances can be submitted in writing to the Sergeant at Arms, unless neither Sergeant at Arms can be impartial to grievance, then the grievance can be submitted to the Secretary.

2. Grievances may be filled by all student members, including officers, and community participants, by filling out a grievance form and submitting to the Sergeant at Arms or secretary when applicable.

3. Grievances will be reviewed by the Officers and may result in a punishment accordingly. Unless the grievance is against an officer, then all the officers minus the accused will review the grievance.

4. Some situations may merit a School Grievance, which is outlined in the LCCC Catalog.

Article IX: Activities

Role Players Associations Activities shall have activities that will support and promote the purpose of the organization. There will include but not limited to LARP (live action role playing), Tabletop, Card and other gaming events. The Role Players Association shall also hold non gaming events including video games parties, paranormal and occult research events, costuming events, and other non game related events that the club wishes to participate in.

Section 1: Games

I. Live Action Role-Playing Games (LARP)

1. Live Action Role Playing is a role-playing game in which a person uses his/her improvisational acting skills to role-play a character within a storyline provided by the Storyteller. A player in this type of game fully acts out the part of their character within the parameters of the rulebook for the game being played.


A. Live Action Role-Playing is one of the main events of this organization.


B. Each Live Action Role-Playing game is held during a designated time and day. 
No two Live Action Role-Playing games shall be played on campus 
simultaneously by this organization.

2. To run a live action role-playing game one must request a game and time.

3. A meeting will be held to vote upon request 

4. A rule set must be turned into the Secretary

5. Non-students can not be storytellers.
6. Live Action Role Playing is an activity that goes hand in hand with leadership, social interaction, mathematics, literacy, problem solving, historical research and cultural differences between groups.
II. Tabletop Role-Playing (Dice Games)

1. Tabletop Role-Playing is a type of role-playing game. In this type of role-playing a person plays a character in a story using dice to find out the outcomes of his/her actions.


A. Tabletop is held in Open Gaming and may be held unless it breaks any rule of 
the organization, including federal laws, local laws. Lorain County Community 
College Rules, Student Senate constitutional rules and by-laws mentioned or 
implied

2.Game Masters of any tabletop game running at the times designated as open gaming most be sanction by an officer of the Role Players Association.
3. Tabletop gaming is a tool to promote leadership, literacy, problem solving and socialization amongst the members and participants.
III. Card Gaming

1.Card Games are games played with trading cards and or playing cards made for he specific games being played. Card Games must be suitable to play on campus and gambling is not permitted.


A, Card games are held within the Open Gaming Events and any Trading Card 
specific event.
B. Card gaming is a tool to promote social interaction between members and participants.
Section 2: Non-Gaming Related Events

I. Video Game Parties

1. Video Game Parties are held on the 5th Saturday of the month (when applicable) and focus on leadership and team building through video games. 


A. Karaoke


B. Team Games


C. Fellowship between members

D. To promote leadership and team building exercises amongst members and participants to prepare them for real life situations with public speaking, team work and organization.
II. Paranormal/Occult Research

1. Paranormal/Occult research events will be held on and off campus as special events. These events promote learning and cooperation. This may include non-LCCC organizations in that field and can include but is not limited to movie showings, séances, visiting haunted locations, organized reading groups and guest speakers.
2. This is to help the members relate literature, research, and field work to the religious, historical and psychological aspects of paranormal and occult phenomena.
III. Costuming Department

1.Costuming Department events allow the club to look into the costuming of the cultures behind the games. Also these events allow members to give each other feedback, learn skills in sewing and other fabrications techniques for creating accurate costuming for their characters as long as it falls within the standards set forth in the Student Code of Conduct.
Section 3: Electronic Communication

I. Electronic Communications is another form of activity. This would include but not limited to using Message boards and websites.

1. The club must have a non-game related website for communication

2. Each game may have a pre-approved website and board

3. Role Players Association or sanction game boards which violate the rules of the association, the Student Code of Conduct, Federal, state or local laws, regulations and protections will be subject to the appropriate sanctions and disciplined.

4.No making online posts using messages, pictures, or any media that insults or defames another participant or member out of character. Violation will result in a disciplinary action by the officers and advisor.

5.No Pornography

6.No Hidden Forums.

7. Game message boards are urged to have an Officer run Moderator account to monitor and moderate posts.


A. Moderation of posts will be limited to posts that are obscene, Our of Character 


flaming and offensive posts including threats and inappropriate materials.


B. Documentation of what was moderated and why must be turned in to the 


Sergeant at Arms.

8.All members and participants must have accurate identification tags at the bottom of their posts, information and registration to participate in forums, message boards, etc.

9. Storytellers are responsible for their websites, message boards, forums, etc. and must comply with these rules.

Article X: Amendments

Amendments can be made to this document at the request of Lorain County Community College, The Student Life Division, The Student Life Coordinator, LCCC Student Senate, The RPA Advisor, The RPA Officers and its members.

I. All amendments are made during a scheduled meeting in order to discuss the proposed amendment.

II. All amendments must be passed with a 2/3 Majority Vote. 

III. Amendments that are passed by the membership and officer set must then be approved by the RPA Advisor, The Student Life Coordinator, and LCCC Student Senate.

IV. No amendment will be passed that goes against local laws, state laws, federal laws, student code of conduct or the campus code of conduct. 

Article XI: Disillusionment

If at any time it is deemed by the officers or Student Life Division that the organization is no longer viable the club will be dissolved, all activities will cease and no further use of the campus property in the club’s name will be permitted

I. A period of time will be granted to attempt to reinstate the club under the present constitution with permission of Student Life Division.

A. Negotiations between the Student Life Division and RPA can occur to 
decide what is necessary for the club to be reinstated.

II. All Campus related materials and funds will be immediately turned over to Student Life.

III. All mentions of the Role-Players Association or anything associated therewith shall be removed from all media (websites, Newspapers, etc.)

IV. These actions of Disillusionment are the responsibility of the former club members.
Article XII: Amendments To The Constitution
Amendment to Article VI-3.I States that A Sergeant At Arms can be a storyteller as long as there are two or more Sergeant At Arms, or another appropriated officer is deputized as a temporary Sergeant At Arms, on a regular basis during the duration of that game. During that time said Sergeant at arms who is running the game must revoke their duty as Sergeant at arms as long as the game's duration.
Amendment to Article VI-3.II.1 (addition)  Restrictions and privileges on gaming slots can be placed at the discretion of the RPA Officers, RPA Advisor and Student Life Manager based on based on behavioral and performance related history. This includes past storyteller performance, disciplinary action, attendance, and other things that may hinder a game from being run effectively and within the rules of the organization.

a. This includes allowable game length and time slot.


b. Protects the LARP gaming slots from competition with Tabletop or other LARPs.


c.  Can allow multiple Tabletop games to be run simultaneously if necessary.


d. Gives voting members and long term and high scoring storytellers priority on gaming slots.

Amendment to Article VI-3.XIV.1 (Addition) If a game is removed based upon a poor performance review, lack of storyteller attendance, or by disciplinary action on the storyteller it is at the discretion of the RPA Officers, RPA Advisor and Student Life Manager on if the game is eligible for reinstatement or on if the storyteller is eligible to petition for another gaming slot.

Amendment to Article VI-3.XIV.2 (Addition) It is at the discretion of the RPA Officers, RPA Advisor and Student Life Manager to cancel an existing game or approve or deny a petition for a gaming slot based on behavioral and performance related history. This includes past storyteller performance, disciplinary action, attendance, and other things that may hinder a game from being run effectively and within the rules of the organization.

Amendment to Article IV-2.8 Attendance Policy For Officers (Clarification) States that An Officer is required to maintain game and non-gaming event attendance requirements for student membership as well as at least three additional gaming events and two additional non-gaming events resulting in the requirement for an officer to attend eight gaming events and three non-gaming events to maintain officer status per semester.
Amendment to Article V-2.IV If a possible candidate was removed/impeached from office during a previous semester, it will be determined by the officers and the Manager of Student Life on if the possible candidate is eligible to run for office based on previous history of performance or behavior that resulted in the removal/impeachment before including disciplinary action.
Amendment to Article V-2.IV In order to be elected into office when running unopposed the candidate must at least have a majority vote in order to take the position in office.
